Characteristics of the TC ConvertP12
TC ConvertP12 converts PKCS#12 files into PKCS#8 files.

TC ConvertP12 is distributed in Windows BAT script format and runs under Microsoft Windows operating systems.

2
Usage

2.1
TC TrustCenter assures that TC TrustCenter is the proprietor of the acquired software. The software is protected by copyright. The user manual is contained within the help file of the software.

2.2
With the acquisition of the software, TC TrustCenter grants the licensee to use the software under the terms of this license agreement. Any further use or exploitation is excluded.

2.3
Utilisation of the software comprises every permanent or temporary, entire or partial duplication of the software by storing, loading, running or displaying for the purpose of execution of the software and processing of the data contained in the software by the computer. The licensee shall also be entitled to carry out the tasks referred to for the purpose of observation and investigation and in order to test the software.

2.4
The software may not be modifies or edited, unless it is necessary for its utilisation in compliance with the terms, in order to link the software with other programs, or to correct errors, whereas Section 2.5 has to be regarded. Company names, trademarks, copyright remarks and other remarks about legal reservations included in the software may not be amended, and must be taken over in amended or processed versions of the software.

2.5
To the extent that the source code of the software is not available, recompilation of the program code is only permissible under the legal limitations defined in Art. 69 e of the German Copyright Act. Any further recompilation is precluded. 

2.6
The licensee is authorised to make a backup copy of the software, if this is necessary in order to ensure the future utilisation of the software.

2.7
The term of this license is not limited. TC TrustCenter is authorised to cancel the license in the event of breach of the License Terms and Conditions by the licensee.

3
Forwarding of the software

3.1 The licensee is only authorised to pass on the software to a successor user together with a copy of the License Agreement. This authorisation does not extend to copies or partial copies of the software and also not to the passing on of amended or processed versions, or copies or partial copies made from these. To the extent that the software was not handed over on a firm data carrier, copy means every further copy of the program received.

3.2 When the software is passed on, authorisation for utilisation is transferred to the successor user, who thus takes the place of the licensee within the meaning of this License Terms and Conditions. At the same time, the right of the licensee to use the software ceases.

3.3 Then passing on the software, the licensee must delete or in some other way destroy all copies and partial copies of the software and amended or processed versions, and copies and partial copies made from this, without delay and completely. This applies to back-up copies, too.

3.4 For the passing on of the software by the respective user to a successor user, the latter will take the place of the previous user in the sense described above.

4
Other rights

All rights going beyond this for the utilisation and exploitation of the program remain reserved. This shall be without prejudice to the exploitation rights of the licensee for software of his own, which is developed or operated using the software acquired in accordance with the terms, and for all other results of his work which are achieved through the utilisation of the software.

5
Warranty

5.1
It is pointed out that it is not possible to develop computer programs so that they are error-free for all application areas. TC TrustCenter warrants that the software is usable within the meaning of the software description issued at the time of delivery to the licensee, and that it displays the characteristics described there. An immaterial reduction in the usefulness shall not be taken into consideration.

5.2
The licensee is obliged to report apparent defects of the delivered good to TC TrustCenter within a period of seven calendar days in writing; otherwise, the good is being declared as accepted and a warranty claim is excluded. Hidden defects are to be reported immediately after they have been recognised. The licensee has the entire burden of proof for all claims, in particular for the defect itself, for the point of time of the notice of the defect and for the timelines of the notice of defects.

5.3
The warranty period is one year starting from the delivery of the good. This does not apply if the licensee has not reported the defect in a timely manner.

5.4
TC TrustCenter provides warranty services in the first instance by means of rectification of the defect or additional delivery at its own discretion. If rectification fails, in principle, the licensee may demand reduction of price or rescission at its own discretion. In the event of a minor deviation, in particular in cases of minor defects, the licensee does not have a right to claim rescission. If the software proves to be unusable or deficient, the software is being replaced with new software within a period of one year. In the event that the licensee claims damages after failed warranty services, the good remains with the licensee. The liability of TC TrustCenter is limited to the difference between the purchase price and the value of the defective good. This liability limit does not apply if breach of contract has been maliciously on the half of TC TrustCenter.

5.5
The licensee will support TC TrustCenter within reasonable limits in the rectification of the defect. TC TrustCenter shall rectify defects within a reasonable time period. TC TrustCenter may demand remuneration of efforts if TC TrustCenter started rectification without a defect or without the licensee having duly proven the defect of the performance of TC TrustCenter.

5.6
Defects which lower the value or the use of the performance results respectively of the delivered good only to an insignificant degree, are disregarded. An insignificant defect exists in particular if the defect can be rectified fast and with minor efforts by the licensee itself. Warranty claims cannot be filed by the licensee for performances which are modified or somehow else differed by the licensee unless the licensee can prove that this has not caused the defect.

5.7
TC TrustCenter does not warrant any defects of performances of TC TrustCenter which are based on the technical equipment or infrastructure of the licensee, faulty, improper or inattentive use of the performances of TC TrustCenter or missing observance or adherence of references or provisions of the performance of other product information, unless these are the fault of TC TrustCenter. In the event that TC TrustCenter cannot provide contractual agreed performance at all or on time due to strike, force majeure, lockouts war, civil riots or other reasons inevitable for TC TrustCenter, no adverse legal consequences will occur to TC TrustCenter.

6
Liability

6.1
TC TrustCenter may be held liable for breaches of duties which are caused by intent or gross negligence by TC TrustCenter, legal representatives and executive staff of TC TrustCenter as well as their negligent or intentional breaches of duties which lead to bodily harm of life, body or health. TC TrustCenter can only be held liable for negligence or intent of vicarious agents in the cases mentioned before up to the predictable, contract typical claim.

6.2
In addition to that, TC TrustCenter can only be held liable for slight negligence, if a breach has caused bodily harm of life, body or health or limited up to the predictable, contract typical damage for the slight negligent breach of material contractual duties. Unless otherwise agreed, the contract value is deemed to represent the contract typical damage, in cases of continuing contract the yearly contract value. The licensee must inform TC TrustCenter about risks which exceed the contract typical damage.

6.3
The liability of TC TrustCenter for loss of profits and other financial losses is expressly excluded, except for cases of intent.

6.4
The previous provisions are applicable for all claims, disregarding of its legal nature, including in particular tort claims.

6.5
The licensee must immediately notify TC TrustCenter about any damages or losses, which may entitle him to a claim, in writing. The licensee is obliged to take reasonable counter measures to minimise or to avert damages. In particular, the licensee is obliged to take common security measures to protect data against loss or damage and is obliged to use reasonable security measures reflecting the current technology against external impacts, in particular against harmful software or other phenomena which could threaten single data or the entire data stock. The liability for loss of data is limited to the usual reconstruction efforts, which would occur in the event of respective use of the mentioned security measures.

6.6
Liability claims in lieu of the performance or compensation of efforts may only be claimed by the licensee after he has given TC TrustCenter a reasonable time limit to perform or to replace the performance with the notice that he will reject performance or replacement of performance after this period and that performance or replacement of performance has not happened in the set period.

7.2
Any alterations or amendments to these License Terms and Conditions shall be notified to the licensee in writing. They shall be deemed to be accepted unless the license provides written objection hereto. TC TrustCenter shall notify the licensee of these consequences upon such notice. The licensee shall state any objection in writing within 6 weeks of notice of any amendment by TC TrustCenter.

Notification in writing shall be sufficient, including such notification utilising a digital signature

7.4
These License Terms and Conditions shall be subject to the Laws of the Federal Republic of Germany

7.5
The place of performance for all of our contractual duties shall be Hamburg. The place of performance shall also be the place of jurisdiction, provided that the choice of the place of jurisdiction shall remain with TC TrustCenter.
7.6
The program may only be used in connection with an agreement regarding the usage of certification services for the Symbian OS testing portal. The licensee has to be TC TrustCenter´s contract partner of a Publisher ID for Symbian Developer agreement.
7.7
In the event that any of the following conditions are ineffective the other remaining conditions shall not be effected thereby. In the event of unclearness and questions with regard to the interpretation of this license agreement, the original and authoritative German version shall be referred to.
